Intervisitation Questions to Consider

Topic:

□ Was the topic relevant to students’ literacy skill needs?

□ Was the topic relevant to state/city standards?

□ Was the topic related to meaningful student work?
□ Do the lesson and activity require students to apply reading and writing skills?
Mini-lesson:

□ Was the lesson connected to students’ experiences?

□ Was the new skill modeled for the students?

□ Was a clear strategy identified and used?
□ Did the lesson include time for guided practice of the new skill?

□ Did the teacher limit talking and the lesson to 7-12 minutes?

Workshop/Class Activity:

□ Did students engage in an extended period of independent, partner, or group work?

□ Did the activity require students to apply the new skill?

□ Did students understand the new skill and its application in the context of the activity?

□ Did the teacher confer with individual students during this time?

Share:

□ Did students share learning relevant to the activity?

□ Was it clear in students’ sharing that they understood and applied the new skill? 

Classroom Management and Organization:

□ Did students know what was expected of them at all times during the class?

□ Were there times when the instructions were unclear or incomplete?

□ Are materials easily accessible to students?

□ Are there policies and procedures that need to be created or reviewed so that the class runs more smoothly?
